I am a fan of your pasture-raised, organic milk and yogurt. Raising cows without hormones, rotating pastures and protecting fields without pesticides or fertilizers is a practice I strongly applaud. 
The same audience that appreciates food produced in this way expects the environment to be protected after the dairy products are sold as well. Protecting the ecosystem on local farms is important, but the amount of plastic that Straus Family Creamery is contributing to landfills, waterways and the ocean is untenable. Your audience will love it when your products are packaged in sustainable packaging. 
The Straus Family Creamery website states that you are “committed to crafting premium certified organic milk, yogurt, ice cream, milk, butter, and sour cream with sustainable practices.” This is terrific, but the yogurt containers and lids are made from polypropylene. Although technically recyclable, less than 10% of all plastic ever produced has been recycled. Furthermore, a lot of carbon is emitted into the atmosphere in the recycling process. When it does get recycled, what does it get recycled into? More plastic. This is not a sustainable practice.
According to Statistica, plastic waste is projected to reach 615 million metric tons per year by 2040 if trends continue
This is not tenable for our planet and we need to do more.
If Straus Family Creamery provided sustainable packaging it would broaden your appeal with the growing community of people who are looking for products that are organic, plastic-free, and truly sustainable. It’s the right thing to do.
Please replace all plastic packing with renewable, compostable alternatives.
