Think about that. Really think about that.

Less than 10% of all plastic ever produced has been recycled. Furthermore, a lot of carbon is emitted into the atmosphere in the recycling process. When it does get recycled, what does it get recycled into? More plastic. This does not contribute positively to society or the environment.

This is not tenable for our planet and we need to do more.
