I am a fan of your Cascadian Farm Blueberry Almond Crunch Cereal. Growing wholesome food that supports the local community by sourcing from organic farms and contributing to regenerative organic research is a practice I strongly applaud. 
The same audience that appreciates food produced in this way expects the environment to be protected after the products are sold as well. The amount of plastic that General Mills contributes to landfills, waterways and the ocean is untenable. Your audience will love it when your products are packaged in sustainable packaging. 
Cascadian Farm Blueberry Almond Crunch inner bags are made from soft plastic. The Cascadian Farm website states that you are “Addressing the climate crisis by reducing the use of energy-intensive inputs and lowering greenhouse gases”. Why package the food in non (or difficult to) recyclable plastic bags? 
This contradicts the stated aim of addressing the climate crisis and instead hurts the planet. Less than 10% of all plastic ever produced has been recycled. Furthermore, a lot of carbon is emitted into the atmosphere in the recycling process. When it does get recycled, what does it get recycled into? More plastic. This is not a sustainable practice.
According to Statistica, plastic waste is projected to reach 615 million metric tons per year by 2040 if trends continue
This is not tenable for our planet and we need to do more.
If General Mills provided sustainable packaging it would broaden your appeal with the growing community of people who are looking for products that are organic, plastic-free, and truly sustainable. It’s the right thing to do.
Please replace all plastic packing with renewable, compostable alternatives.
