I have heard many complaints from people about the amount of plastic Kirkland uses.
For example, Kirkland Signature Chunks in Gravy Canned Food for Cats is packaged in aluminum cans inside a cardboard box. This is great! Why separate the layers of cans inside the box with unrecyclable plastic? There is no need for this extra plastic. 
Did you know that apart from the tiny amount that has been incinerated, “all of the conventional plastic ever made is still present on the planet…?” (Thompson et al, Science Oct 2024) 

Think about that. Really think about that.

Merely recycling is not the answer. Less than 10% of all plastic ever produced has been recycled. Furthermore, a lot of carbon is emitted into the atmosphere in the recycling process. When it does get recycled, what does it get recycled into? More plastic. This does not contribute positively to society or the environment.

This is not tenable for our planet and we need to do more.
