The Kikkoman website promises to provide “the highest quality products… continuously improving on our centuries-old heritage of techniques…helping to support healthy minds and bodies…”. Why package the food in non (or difficult to) recyclable plastic? 
This hurts people and the planet. Less than 10% of all plastic ever produced has been recycled. Furthermore, a lot of carbon is emitted into the atmosphere in the recycling process. When it does get recycled, what does it get recycled into? More plastic. This is not a sustainable practice.
According to Statistica, plastic waste is projected to reach 615 million metric tons per year by 2040 if trends continue
This is not tenable for our planet and we need to do more.
If Kikkoman provided sustainable packaging it would broaden your appeal with the growing community of people who are looking for products that are organic, plastic-free, and truly sustainable. It’s the right thing to do.
